Connecting to a database from coldfusion pages.

Please note:  You cannot currently use Dreamweaver’s database tools to do this.

In the editor in Dreamweaver (or any editor),  type the following:

To select data from a table
“<cfquery name="<recordsetname>" datasource="Data">

SELECT <Row1>, <Row2>  FROM `E:\webareas\<userid>\<database>.mdb`.<table> 

</cfquery>”
To update data in a table

“<cfquery name="<recordsetname>" datasource="Data">

UPDATE  `E:\webareas\<userid>\<database>.mdb`.<table> 

SET <Row2>=”<Row1data>”, <Row2>=”<Row2data>

</cfquery>”

To delete data from a table

“<cfquery datasource = "Data">DELETE * From `E:\webareas\<userid>\<database>.mdb`.<table> WHERE <Row1>=”<deletevalue”>

</cfquery>”

To insert data into table.
“<cfquery dataSource = "Data">


  INSERT INTO `E:\webareas\<userid>\<database>.mdb`.<table> 


  (<Row1>,<Row2>)


  VALUES 


  (<Row1data>,<Row2data)

Key

<Shown in text>   = Definition

<recordsetname> = Name used within the code to access the data
<userid> = The id you use to log on.

<database> = The name of the file the database is in, and where it is on your I drive.

<Row1>, <Row2>  =  Example row names.

<Row1data>,<Row2data> = Example values for the Example rows.

Please note that when using the cfquery tag in coldfusion on the Student IIS server, you should always use a datasource called “Data”.  This is a datasource that points to an empty database. 

Finally, note that the quotes around the database name and path are ` (key to the left of the 1 key) and not ‘ (between semi colon and hash).
